STU Undergraduate Program for English Majors offers content-based courses related to English language

learning, linguistics and literature in English, translation and intercultural studies. The curriculum is

designed to help students develop practical skills of the English language besides guiding them to study and

create knowledge by focusing on what to learn, how to learn as well as when, where and how to apply the

acquired knowledge and skills in problem solving tasks. English will be taught and studied both as a

language tool and as an academic discipline.

The English majors will work to achieve:
