More specifically the course will focus on women issues
such as sexual exploitation, body image, sexist
discrimination and patriarchal oppression through the
comparison of two specific groups: Asian and Western
women. Students will be introduced to Western feminism
and its variations (French, African American), as well as
Asian feminism (Chinese Women in modern China).

This CIS CLA core curriculum course on Social Sciences
Research Methods is designed to introduce students to the
fundamentals of social research including research design,
data collection, data analysis, questions of validity, and
ethical issues that must be considered while conducting
research in the social sciences.

of the course: the foundations of social science, research
design, data collection, and data analysis. In discussing
each topic, we will also consider the ethical implications
of social research. Social research is a craft, and like any
other craft, it takes practice to do it well.
